Solemnity of The Baptism of the Lord

 The baptism of John is not the sacrament that we receive 

in Baptism.  Through his Baptism, Jesus institutes the Sacrament 

of Baptism.  According to the Catechism of the Catholic Church, 

“Baptism is the door which gives access to other sacraments 

(1213).”  Water is the source of all life, and through the waters of 

Baptism, we are received into the Church and given new life.
